Currently, Polymer(Korea) is indexed in Chemi-
cal Abstracts, Polymer Contents, Materials Science Cita -
tion Index, Chemistry Citation Index, and Science Cita tion
Index Expanded etc. Polymer(Korea) will continue to
pursue high recognition of the polymer society of the
world. International Editorial Advisory Board has been
established this year to further improve our standards
higher, and this is one aspect of our efforts. We will try
faithfully to make Polymer(Korea) more read able and
more contributing journal to Polymer society.
